The Board of Health met in regular session on Friday, January 8, 2010 with the
following members present: Charles Thompson, MD., Eric Kerner, Marva
Cowen, Janis Carse, and Jon Neuman. Dr. Thompson called the meeting to
order at 8:02 AM.

MINUTES OF THE MEETING/APPROVAL OF BHLLS

Minutes of the December 11, 2009 meeting were approved on a motion by Mr.
Neuman and seconded by Mrs. Carse. All aye, motion carried.

Bills in the amount of $27,791 .03 and December salaries in the amount of
$175,136.02 were approved for payment on a motion by Mr. Neuman and
seconded by Mr. Kerner. All aye, motion carried.

HEALTH SERVICES REPORT FOR DECEMBER-SEE ATTACHED
BOARD REORGANIZATION FOR 2010

Mr. Neuman made a motion, seconded by Mr. Kerner, to nominate and elect
Charles L. Thompson, MD. as president of the Board of Health for 2010; Mr.
Kerner made a motion, seconded by Mrs. Carse, to nominate and elect Don
Schweingruber, as Vice President for 2010. All aye, motion carried.

David L. Rosebrock, Health Commissioner, introduced Marva Cowen to the
Board. Mrs. Cowen was selected as one of two appointees of the Mayor of the
City of Lima. Board members and staff welcomed Mrs. Cowen.

ADMINISTRATION
A. 2009 Final Budget review

David Rosebrock, Health Commissioner, presented the financial report for the
year 2009. Total receipts were $4,351,423.12 or 103.75% of the estimated
revenue for 2009. Total expenditures were $3,977,570.57 or 94.83% of amount
budgeted. Rosebrock explained the year end carry over balance was larger in
2009 than at the end of 2008 thanks to efforts to reduce expenses during the
year, and as a result of HIN1 flu grant funding that covered a portion of staff
salaries during the last quarter. After discussion and review, Mr. Kerner made a
motion, seconded by Mrs. Carse, to accept the 2009 Year End Financial Report
(see attached). All aye, motion carried.
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B. H1N1 Flu Campaign
1. Evaluation Project Agreement

Mr. Rosebrock requested permission of the Board to enter into an agreement
with the Association of Ohio Health Commissioners (AOHC); the AOHC will
assist in the evaluation of the Allen County H1N1 flu campaign as required by
the H1N1 grant funding. Mrs. Carse made a motion to approve the
agreement between the Allen County Health Department and the Association
of Ohio Health Commissioners at a cost of $5000 for the period of January 8,
2010 to July 31, 2010. Mr. Neuman seconded the motion. All aye, motion
carried. : ,

2. Status Report-Tom Berger

Tom Berger, Director of Emergency Response, informed the Board that 9000
doses of the H1N1 vaccine have been administered with an adequate supply
on hand; walk-in clinics, held at the 1644 North Main Street address, are
averaging 120 visits per day. Walk-in clinics will be held at the Main Street
clinic January 11 to January 14, Noon to 6:00 PM, with a Saturday clinic held
on January 16 from 9:00 AM to 1:00 PM. Dates and times are being
established for local college and university H1N1 clinics. H1N1 vaccine is
available to anyone at no cost through the Allen County Health Department.

C. Office Space Update

The current 219 E. Market Street lease for the Allen County Héalth Department
expires in late 2011; Mr. Rosebrock requested permission of the Board to sign an
agreement with Garmann/Miller Associates, Inc. to proceed with a feasibility
study for possible remedeling and expansion of the 219 E. Market St. address.
After discussion, Mrs. Carse made a motion, which was seconded by Mr.Kemer,
to proceed with the feasibility study agreement with Garmann/Miller Associates,
Inc. in the amount of $5250.

Becky Dershem, Director of Nursing, presented the resignation letter of Linda
Houston, Community Health Worker position in the Infant Mortality Program,

C. Updates
1. Community Nursing Students
Ms. Dershem shared that currently four students are spending time with
us under our preceptor agreements for community health experience; all
are in process of pursuing Bachelor of Science in Nursing studies. Three

students attend OSU and one attends Wright State, each requiring
between 48-50 hours with us.

2. Seasonal Flu Vaccine
- The final shipment of the seasonal flu vaccine for children has been

received; our adult vaccine was expended in November. Seasonal flu
vaccine may still be available at some drug stores in the area.

3. FQHC

The F'ederal'ly Quaiified Health Center (FQHC) will be officially known as
Western Ohio Health Partners’ within the next thee to six months.

The new addition to the 8" Street facility has been completed and an open
house will be held in the near future.

A. increased Staff Time for New “Creating Heaith Communities” Grant

Kathy Luhn, Director of Health Education, requested permission to increase the
working hours of Monica Harnish up to approximately 64 hours per pay period,
and Shelly Milier up to approximately 40 hours per pay period due to the scope of
grant objectives for the new 5-year Grant; their pay rates and classifications

B. WIC Personnel Req'uests

At the November 13, 2009 meeting, the Board granted permission to recruit for
the vacant position of WIC (Women, Infants and Children) clericai aid; Ms. Luhn
recommended Alicia Buchanan for Board consideration to fill the vacancy as WIC
intake Clerk 1. Ms. Buchanan’s starting salary is $12.50 per hour (pay range 13}
retroactive to January 4, 2010 for approximately 22.5 hours per week with the
possibility of increasing hours up to 35 hours/week if additional WIC funds
become available.

Ms. Luhn also requested the Board to increase the hours of Pauline Kirian, WIC
Peer Helper Breastfeeding Mentor, by an additional (approximately) 7.5 to 15
hours per week (24-30 hours/wk total), and also Judy Milward, WIC/IAP Position,
for an additional (approximately) 7.5 to 14 hours per week to be covered by the
WIC grant. This is in addition to Judy's WIC/IAP hours. Both positions will
remain in the same classifications with no changes in pay, effective January 11,
2010.
