February 8, 2010
The Council of the City of Lima met in regular session at 7:00 p.m.

Attending were: Mayor David Berger; Tony Geiger, Law Director; David Geiger, Asst.

The invocation was given by Councilor McLean followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Marcel Wagner, President/CEOQ of the Allen Economic Development Group, presented

He pointed out the importance of working with the
Companies that are here. Nash Finch was going to relocate and they worked with them to
expand and upgrade, retaining 250 jobs and creating 100 new jobs. They have a couple of
projects that they hope to bring to a conclusion soon.

Fred Barrington, Director of Downtown Lima, spoke regarding the downtown streetscape
program.

Originally the property owners were
assessed for over a period of 30 years. 70% of the downtown are local businesses. I considered
this project Economic Development. We are asking for the County to stand up and help with
* their part of this, a project that needs to be done. The three largest employers are within three
blocks of the downtown and they bring people to our downtown. He said I believe this deserves
your support and the County Commissioners.

REPORTS OF OFFICIALS:

Amy Odum, Director of the Community Development, introduced Pete White, who is in
charge of the Land Bank Program. This program was created in 2000 and has been very
successful in turning delinquent parcels back into re-development. She shared the statistics for
the past ten years. (A copy is on file in the Council Office).

Chief Garlock presented Council with the Lima Police Department 2008/2009 UCR Part I
Crimes statistics. He announced there has been a 13.4% reduction in crime. He believes this
went down due to Pin Point Policing, the Law Enforcement Partnership and addressing the
Juvenile Crime. (A copy of the report is on file in the Council Office). Mr. Adams asked him to
address the interaction of the Neighborhood Associations. Chief Garlock did indicate that the
interaction with the Neighborhood Associations has been most helpful.

Saul Allen, Deputy Director of Streets, addressed the recent snow storm and snow
removal. He presented council with a map of the 8 Sections they breakdown when a storm
occurs. He voiced concerns over snow blowers blowing snow back into the streets and private
contractors plowing into the streets. They are down in manpower and equipment. This has
snowstorm has cost about $30,000. Mr. Glenn asked when we can ask for Federal Aid? Mr.
Nixon explained it has to be declared a disaster. Miss Adams thanked Mr. Allen for returning
her call. She received calls from many people in the area. It is the most she has ever received.
We tell the residents that they need to clean their walks and I think the citizens have responded.
Mr. Tebben mentioned the budget of the Streets, Parks and Recreation. They are at the bottom
and only have so much to work with, Mr. Nixon thought they did a good job. The snow blew
and drifted. Mr. Lowe asked the policy for dead end streets. Mr. Allen said the try to get the
small pick-up trucks to cover the dead end streets. Mayor Berger mentioned that they had a
significant amount of folks who abandoned their cars. Drivers truly complicated our ability to
get around.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES:

Councilor D. Adams reported that the Building, Planning and Zoning Committee met on
January 25, 2010. Members present were D. Adams, Chair; Tebben and Townsend. The
purpose of the meting is to begin a discussion of issues related to rental properties. Ms. Odum
reviewed the discussion and statistics of rental properties in 2002 and also the property
maintenance statistics for 2009. Mr. Brown described permits and inspections. Discussion
followed and a number of issues were identified including safety of rental properties; number of
unrelated individuals living in a single-family house, registration or rental properties, existing
zoning regulations and funding and enforcement. Mrs. Odum will research these issued.

IHe said he heard Mr. Barrington’s frustration with the Commissioners after the
meeting two years ago. The City of Lima is part of the County. 38% of Allen County is the City
of Lima. The track record has not been good having conversations with the Commissioners. The
Commissioners are going to have to come to-the party if we are going to have these discussions.
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Mr. Lowe said we need to show that we are willing to sit down with them. Mr. McLean said I
know they have had a very difficult time with their budget. I think that would be a huge move
when they have employees they are asking to take time off without pay. I think we should be
able to reach a compromise. Ido believe there is something that can make this happen. Mr.,
Nixon said the ordinance in front of us is accepting the grant and it will save the City over $1
million dollars. The Commissioners were told of this in the past and they did say they would
support this. I was invited to meet with the Commissioners and I met with them and we
discussed this project. I heard it is a good project but their budget woes. They asked, why can’t
we wait? The answer is because the grant is available. We offered to allow the Commissioners
to borrow this and pay it back over the next 5 years interest free. It would keep the property
owners from being assessed. The problem with all of Council meeting with them was pulling
schedules together. With 9 people it is difficult. $225,000 local match borrowed at 0% interest
for 5 years or walk away and assess property owners? The decision has been in front of them for
3 years. Their answer in their letter is that they are not going to share in the cost. ] am not
certain that they really do know what they are doing. It is up to us to take the leadership role and
get this project moving forward. The following vote was recorded on the motion. Yea, 9;

Committee for March 29™ at 6:00 p.m.

Councilor Tebben said the Finance Committee will hold one last meeting on Thursday,
February 11" at 5:30 p.m. to address any changes made to date on the budget.

Councilor Teresa Adams announced the Midway East N/A meeting on February 18" at
7:00 p.m. and a fund raiser that they will be holding on February 20",

Councilor Glenn said it is good the crime rate has gone down. He thanked Mr. Allen for
taking care of business. Look out for all the folks during the snow storm. He said he knows
some things have been said about the County and the city. He doesn’t want to see this happen.
