The Council of the City of Lima met in regular session at 7:00 p.m.

The invocation was given by Councilor Lowe followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

REPORTS OF OFFICIALS:

Jesse Sadiua spoke to Council regarding the 2010 Census. He said between March 15
and April 1, each household in Lima will receive a Census questionnaire, hand delivered by
USPS. It must be filled out and mailed back by April 1%, 1t is extremely important that this form
be completed. A Complete Count Corhmittee convened in January to oversee all activities that
promote awareness of the census to achieve maximum participation in the county. He expressed
the importance of having a complete count is essential for obtaining federal and state grant funds.
He said we are requesting the members of Council to participate by reaching out to each
household in your ward. They will make materials available.

REPORTS OF COMMITTEES:

Miss Adams reported that the Safety Services Committee met on February 1, 2010 with
members present: T. Adams (chair), Sam McLean and Derry Glenn.

The subject was to review the issues of EMS, Red Light Cameras and Texting while
driving. Mr. Tebben had referred the issue of texting while driving after hearing of accidents
involving texting drivers. Law Director Geiger recommended that the committee hold off
because the state is considering a texting while driving bill. Glenn moved, seconded by McLean
to close the subject, motion carried.

The issue of Red Light Cameras. Chairperson Adams reminded those in attendance that
the original use for the cameras was for high accident intersections due to running red lights. She
reminded everyone of the financial troubles of the Company under contract. A need was noted
that all school zones need to be reviewed to be consistent in signage and the possibility of adding
flashing signals. Chief Garlock pointed out that LPD no longer has the resources to manage a
program or an officer who would review footage and issue citations. Major Swygart noted that
new studies would have to be conducted as existing info is out of date. McLean moved,
seconded by Glenn, to close the subject, motion carried.

The third subject was the issue of EMS. Mr. McLean gave an oversight of past
discussion, decisions and action taken by committee and council of the Whole. Discussion was
held with Chief Heffner and comments by Dr. Humphrey. A date of April 26" was set for all 3

agencies to report back on progress to the committee. McLean moved, seconded by Glenn, to
close the subject, motion carried.

The fourth subject was a discussion regarding “Cat Control.” Mr. McLean gave an
oversight of past discussions. Law Director Geiger noted that Dayton had recently addressed the
same issue and have come to the conclusion that it is unmanageable. He will forward the article
to Miss Adams.

Mr. Neeper and Mr. Niemeyer
reviewed the proposed 2010 construction street projects. Sources for these projects are primarily
federal stimulus dollars, ODOT grants, State Issue II funds, CDBG, the gas tax, and ODOD.

Mr. Elstro and Mr, Stolly then reviewed the proposed 2010 construction projects for Parks and
Recreation Dept. An informal discussion followed regarding the Downtown Streetscape project.
It was requested the Administration look at the curb on the southern most eastbound lane of
Market and adapt the plans so residents can better navigate the road there. Neeper moved,
seconded by D. Adams, that the report be received, filed, and approved. Motion carried.

Councilor Tebben reported on the Finance Committee Budget Hearings. Public hearings
were held on January 26™ and February 2, No one spoke on Jan. 26", Sean Carpenter,
President of the Firefighters Union spoke on Feb. 2™ requesting the committee consider adding 6
firefighter to reduce overtime and develop a pool of fully certified personnel to property plan to
attrition.

Neuman and seconded by Mr. Schweingruber All aye, motion carried.

Bilis in the-amount of $483,605.62 and January salaries in the amount of
$172,432.63 were approved for payment on a motion by Mrs. Carse and
seconded by Mr. Kerner. Ali aye, motion carried.

HEALTH SERVICES REPORT FOR JANUARY-SEE ATTACHED
ADMINISTRATION
A. Medical Director Transition

Dr. Donald Mack, Allen County Health Department Medical Director, is resigning
his position to relocate to the Columbus area and join The Ohio State University
Family Medicine Faculty; David Rosebrock, Health Commissioner, recommended
Christine R Gaynier, MD. to the Board for consideration as the medical director.
After discussion, Mr. Neuman made a motion to accept with regret the
resignation of Dr. Donald Mack effective April 30, 2010, and hire Dr. Christine
Gaynier as Allen County Health Department Medica! Director effective May 1,
2010. Mrs. Cowan seconded the motion. All aye, motion carried.

B. Request for Updated Building Appraisal

The current 219 E. Market Street lease for the Allen County Health Department
expires in late 2011; Mr. Rosebrock requested permission of the Board to hire
Delph & Associates for an updated full appraisal of the 219 E. Market Street
building in the amount of $1,500.00. The request was approved on a motion by
Eric Kerner and seconded by Jon Neuman. All aye, motion carried.

C. 2009 Strategic Priorities — Outcomes

The roster of 2009 Allen County Health District Strategic Priorities was distributed
for Board review. This listing of goals and objectives is based on the six
categories of the Ohio Public Health Standards. Twenty-eight priorities were
addressed with twenty-six being met or partially met; Mr. Rosebrock, Ms. Luhn,
Ms. Dershem, Mr. Kelly and Mr. Berger reviewed each priority and explained why
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the target goal was met, partially met or not met. Mrs. Cowan made a'motion,
which was seconded by Mr. Kerner, to accept the 2009 Strategic Priorities-
Outcomes as presented. All aye, motion carried.

D. 2010 Strategic Priorities

The roster of 2010 Health District Strategic Priorities was distributed for Board
review. This listing of goals and objectives is based on the six categories of the
Ohio Public Health Standards. Each standard is addressed and targeted by the
administrative and program staff to meet community needs; Mr. Rosebrock, Ms.
Luhn, Ms. Dershem, Mr. Berger and Mr. Kelly reviewed the priorities with Board
members who were asked for input and review. Mr. Kerner made a motion,
which was seconded by Mrs. Cowan to adopt the 2010 Strategic Priorities as
presented. All aye, motion carried.

E. H1N1 Update — Tom Berger

Tom Berger, Director of Emergency Response, updated the Board on H1N1
statistics; approximately 13000 doses have been administered to 12.5% of the -
population of Allen County. The H1N1 vaccine is being offered at the 218 E.
Market Street facility Monday through Friday between the hours of 8:00 AM to
9:00 PM and 3:00 PM to 4:00 PM. Appointments for groups of 20 or more are
being scheduled at businesses, churches, or other organizations; there is no
charge for this service or the vaccine.

ENVIRONMENTAL
A. Sewage Variance Requests
1. Eric McConnell, 670 E. Hume Road

Bill Kelly, Director of Environmental Health, reviewed background on property
located at 670 E. Hume Rd represented by Erin K. Mc Connell. A title work and
mortgage location survey for transfer of ownership of the property found the
sewage system extends approximately twenty-feet into the 690 E. Hume Road
property which is a violation of Ohio Administrative Code 3701-29-02 (K). Erin
Mc Connell, representative for property owner, is requesting a variance for the
approval of an easement for the land that the septic system is located on. This
would satisfy the requirement for the system owner at 670 E Hume Rd. to have
access to the sewage system and prohibit any future owner of 690 E Hume Rd.
to object to the location of the system. The sewage treatment system was
inspected and found to operating satisfactorily and to relocate the system would
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require an unnecessary expense. After discussion, Mr. Schweingruber made a
motion to approve the sewage variance contingent upon approval of the
easement language and recording by the Allen County Prosecutors office. Mr.
Kerner seconded the motion. All aye, motion carried.

2. Jane Plummer, 5417 Mowery Road

Mr. Kelly reviewed background on property located at 5417 Mowery Road owned
by Clara Jane Plummer. On December 18, 2009 an observation of the home
sewage treatment system was conducted upon a request from Ms Plummer for
upgrading the sewage system. Due to the age of the sewage treatment system, a
complete replacement system would need to be installed under permit from the
department. In a letter dated February, 2010, Ms. Plummer requested a sewage
variance based on excessive financial cost for compliance with Sewage Disposal
Regulation, Section 4.09 which requires a twelve inch vertical separation
distance between the leaching system and the seasonally high water table; Mr.
Bill Plummer, Mrs. Plummer's son, was present to address the Board. Mr. Kelly
stated that for an existing home, this variance will not defeat the spirit and intent
of the rule. Ms. Plummer will be able to reduce the system cost by $2,350 if the
vertical separation distance variance request is granted. After discussion, Mr.
Neuman made a motion to grant the variance from the regulation and allow a
septic system with six inches of vertical separation from the seasonally high
water table. Ms. Cowan seconded the motion. All aye, motion carried.

3. Carl & Juanita Cornett, 5700 S. Phillips Road

Mr. Kelly also reviewed background on property located at 5700 S. Phillips, Road
owned by Carl and Juanita Cornett. An inspection of the sewage disposal
system was conducted on December 3, 2009 to satisfy the loan approval for the
sale of this home. The primary sewage system consisted of a septic tank
followed by an under-sized gravel bed, which was found to be discharging an
inadequately treated discharge to a stream. An upgrade of the sewage treatment
system was required which must be installed under permit from this department.
In a letter dated February 8, 2010, Carl and Juanita Cornett, requested a sewage
variance based on excessive financial cost for compliance with Sewage Disposal
Regulation, Section 4.09 which requires a twelve inch vertical separation
distance between the leaching system and the seasonally high water table. Mr.
Kelly stated that for an existing home, this variance will not defeat the spirit and
intent of the rule. Mr. and Mrs. Cornett will be able to reduce the system cost by
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$6,430 if the vertical separation distance variance request is granted. Ms.
Cowan made a motion, which was seconded by Mr. Kerner, to grant the variance
from the regulation and allow a septic system with less than a twelve-inch vertical
separation distance between the bottom of a sewage treatment system and the
top of a restrictive layer. All aye, motion carried.

B. 2009 Activity Report

Mr. Kelly distributed a 2009 Annual Program Activity Report for Board review; a
total of 7737 inspections were completed by the Environmental staff.

C. 2009 Mileage Report

Mr. Kelly also updated the Board on the 2009 automobile expenses for the
Environmental and Nursing Programs; the average cost to operate the Board
owned automobiles and 1 leased automobile was $.33 per mile last year.

NURSING

A. Permission to Hire Barbara J. Walton - Community Health Worker
vacancy

At the January 8, 2010 meeting, the Board granted permission to recruit and hire
to fill the vacant position of Community Health Worker in the Infant Mortality
Program. Becky Dershem, Director of Nursing, presented background on
Barbara J. Walton for Board consideration. Mrs. Carse made a motion,
seconded by Mr. Neuman, to hire Barbara J. Walton as Community Health
Worker in the Infant Mortality Program with a staring salary of $11.35 per hour
(pay range 13) effective February 25, 2010 for approximately 30 hours per week.
All aye, motion carried.
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B. Mileage Agreement with LACCA

At the July 10, 2009 Board meeting, the Board approved a contract with the Lima
Allen County Community Action Commission, (LACCAC) to provide a nurse on a
temporary basis to check on the status development of children enrolled in the
Early Head Start Program. Ms. Dershem is now requesting the Board to approve
mileage reimbursement for those nursing services. Mr. Schweingruber made a
motion, which was seconded by Mr. Kerner, to sign an amendment to the original
agreement with LACCAC to include mileage reimbursement at $.40 per mile for
on the job travel. Ms. Cowan abstained. All others aye, motion carried.

1. Grant Fund Projections

Ms. Dershem informed the Board that Family Planning funding (currently under
three different grants) will be combined into one grant; the exact date has not yet
been announced. Current funding, awarded for the period of March 1, 2009 to
February 28, 2010, will be extended until June 30, 2010 with a delayed
application process for Fiscal Year 2010-2011 to begin 7/1/10-6/30/11.

2. Flu Vaccine Challenges 2010/2011 Season

Ms. Dershem requested Board input for the purchase of seasonal flu vaccine, for
which orders are being placed now. In recent years prior to H1N1, the demand
for the vaccine through public health has decreased as the availability of vaccine
has increased through private suppliers. After discussion, the consensus was to
have some seasonal flu vaccine available this Fall for community needs. Ms
Dershem will proceed with placing an order for some seasonal vaccine as the
budget permits.
